Lesson Plan 4


Looking for the Entrepreneur

Teaching Notes                                                                    

· Objective:

This task is related to Lesson 6 (Milton S. Hershey) in the Book 2 of Far East English Reader for Senior High Schools.  The task requests students to find both foreign and local entrepreneurs and study their lives and importance to the industry.  Analyze the secret to their success and share that with the class.  It will be a good opportunity for students to learn how to introduce domestic business heroes (to foreigners) in English. 

· Time: 

80 minutes in total suggested.  a) 30 minutes for task explanation b) 50 minutes for student presentations 

· Group: 

6-8 people in one group (depending on the size of class). 

· Attention:

a) Students are strongly encouraged to use English for this presentation. It may be difficult for some students to translate Chinese reference, but it is indeed a good try for them to present their country fellows in their own words.   

b) If the students still feel difficult to present a Taiwanese Entrepreneur’s biography in English, encouragement becomes vital.  For example, dividing the presentation into several small parts for each team member can reduce workload though initial group discussion for choosing the presentation topic is still necessary.  

c) Sometimes group work might cause argument among students.  For example, one or two specific students are shy or reluctant to cooperate with team members.  A possible solution to prevent such situation is to ask students to submit a job allocation list.  It will help you supervise each student’s workload as well as send students a message that their group coordination is concerned.  Conflict within group work happens, while it is at this point that cultivation of team spirit offered by this task is valuable.

Step 1: Topic Selection
a) All the groups are divided into two categories.  The first category collects entrepreneurs’ stories in English speaking countries and analyzes the reasons behind their success. 

b) The second category collects entrepreneurs’ stories in Taiwan and analyzes the reasons behind their success. 

Step 2: Preparation
Prepare a 10-minute group English presentation with visual aids (e.g. pictures, photos, objects, writing on the blackboard, etc.).  The total preparation time ranges from 1 to 2 weeks, depending on the instructor’s teaching schedule.      

Step 3: Presentation

  Invite 4 to 5 group presentations with visual aids.    

Option A: If the class size is too big to accommodate all the groups within 50 minutes, students could be encouraged to volunteer or to draw lots for presenting on stage. 

Option B: In order to control the total presentation time, it is possible to select (or to draw lots) 2 to 3 groups for presentation in advance and the rest groups can be requested to submit paper work as equivalence to the presentation.
