Requesting A Proper Time to Meet

Teaching Notes                                                                    

· Objective:

This activity is an extension to Lesson 5 (Making Requests) in the Book 4 of Far East English Reader for Senior High Schools.  Considering the increasing workload for the second-year senior high students, this pair-work activity won’t take the class too much time.  The activity combines a reading material on cross-cultural differences of office time and an exercise of useful conversation patterns.    

· Time: 

30 minutes in total suggested.

a) 15 minutes for explaining the activity and filling out the student sheet 

b) 15 minutes for group discussion and presentation 

· Attention:

a) This activity doesn’t need students to prepare anything before the class.  It can be used as an interesting quiz after the lecture on the textbook. 

b) The first student sheet is a quiz form.  The second student sheet is a reference for pair exercise and performance.
