	The ”What”--content-- of the essay: 

Central Idea: 

Does the essay convey a central idea? What is it? Where do you find it? Is it presented in a good place and effectively? Is it supported by the whole essay? Can the idea be challenged? 

Point of View: 

What point of view does the writer take to write this story? Will the story be different, or improved, when the point of view is changed or broadened? 

The ”How”--ways of presentation--of the essay: 

Structure: 

1. Is the introduction attractive? Does the conclusion wrap up what the essay conveys and leave us with something more to think about? 

2. Is there a focal point in the essay? 

Effectiveness: 

1. Is there interesting dialogue? Description of actions or persons? If so, are they vivid and telling? If not, where should the writer add dialogue or descriptions? 

2. In narrative, we talk about the difference between ”showing” and ”telling.” Where does the writer show (present the moods, situation or the person directly for us to see, feel and even smell and sense) but not tell(just using abstract or common-sensical languages to summarize and tell what happens). Is the ”showing” part enough for us to be impressed? 

3. In a narrative essay, we also need to see if what is ”shown” supports the central idea the writer tries to tell.
