	Although this course focuses almost totally on the Romantic period, to accentuatae changes in themes and features in the literature, we will spend approximately the final three weeks reading representative works of the Victorian period. This method approximates a version of English Literature II offered in the day division English Department and is similar to the academic offerings in other English Departments in Taiwan.

The syllabus for this course is still in process, but the course readings which will most probably populate the syllabus are listed below.

Weeks 1 - 2: Byron - - Final thoughts on Don Juan Canto I / She walks in beauty / They say Hope is happiness / When we two parted / So, we'll go no more 

Weeks 3 - 4 Shelley - - Hymn to Intellectual Beauty / A Song: "Men of England" / To a skylark

Weeks 5 - 7 John Clare: Pastoral Poesy / Mouse's Nest / A Vision / I am / Song (the first)

Week 8 or 9 - - midtern exam

Weeks 9 - 12: John Keats: In Memoriam OBIIT 1 and 4 - 10 / From Sleep and Poetry / From Endymion / From Book I / A Thing of Beauty / When I have fears that I will cease to be / Sonnet to Sleep / Ode to a Nightingale / Letters to John Taylor, Richard Woodhouse, Fanny Brawne, and Charles Brown

Weeks 13 - 15: Tennyson: Ulysses / The Charge of the Light Brigade

Weeks 16 - 17: Possible: A brief sampling from Arnold / Hopkins, and Stevenson's The Strange Case of Dr. Jekyll and Mr. Hide

Week 18 - Final exam

Students are expected to write one 4 page (A-4 sized paper) journal and to be active participants in class sessions.

Note: Some adjustments in this projected plan are possible.

Grades will be formulated as a combination of 33 and 1/3 per cent each for the tests and journal.

	莎士比亞 

	This course will focus on six of Shakespeare's plays written and performed in the Elizabethan/Jacobean world of Renaissance England. We will read his plays in chronological order, including two comedies (Much Ado About Nothing, Twelfth Night), two tragedies (King Lear, Anthony & Cleopatra), a history play (Henry IV, Part I), and a late romance (The Tempest). Each play must be read carefully and actively. Our textbook will be The Riverside Shakespeare. This class aims to give you a set of techniques for reading and considering Shakespeare's plays in their literary and theatrical contexts. It is necessary then to also understand the social, political, and cultural environment in which William Shakespeare lived and wrote. Your final grade for the semester will be based on the quizzes, assigned writings, participation, attendance, the mid-term exam, and the final exam.

Course Requirements and Evaluation
Readings, Quizzes & Discussions-Familiarize yourself with assigned readings beforehand and actively participate in group discussions. Some quizzes will be given to "estimate" your learning. (10 %)
One Group Presentation- In groups, prepare a 30-40 minute presentation on a designated teaching method which demonstrate your understanding of the principles and procedures of your lesson plans. Or you might be asked to discuss activities and skills to be used to teach different levels of students. (25 %)
Observation Report or Cooperative Teaching Project (30 %)– Each student is required to make at least two observations at a language school where English is taught and write a five-page report. It should be with an emphasis on curriculum design with detailed description of the teaching process and evaluation of the teaching methods, materials and activities preference.  Or you are invited to participate in a cooperative teaching project with an elementary school. Teach at least a 45-minute class presenting a specific topic and explain the designs and rationale of your lesson plan.  A written lesson plan should be submitted to replace the observation report.
"Knowledge Pump" & Attendance (10 %)

You are encouraged to attend speeches given by guest speakers or participate workshops or seminars held outside. Absence more than five times is considered failing this course.
Mid-term Exam (25 %)

	電腦輔助教學

	This course is designed for those interested in the design, development and evaluation of computer-assisted instruction. Computer-Assisted Instruction, with an acronym as "CAI", is any instance in which instructional content or activities are delivered via computer. It introduces a systematic design and evaluation process that produces successful CAI courseware. It also emphasizes knowledge from educational research that is fundamental to CAI design and evaluation. Since this course is designed for English majors, issues about CALL (Computer-Assisted Language Learning) will be briefly introduced. However, the details will be discussed in the course Computer and Network-based Foreign Language Education. We will also use instructional video clips, synchronous chats, and desktop videoconferencing in our design of CAI programs.

	跨文化溝通：當代日本文化

	Course Description 

While English is becoming the communication tool to communicate with people around the world, we speak English not only with native-speakers of English but also with people from non-English-speaking countries such as Japan.  Research in Intercultural Communication suggests that understanding the target culture helps one to communicate successfully with people from that culture.  This course helps students to develop a global perspective on communication by understanding the contemporary culture of Japan.  Students will be introduced the Japanese culture through texts, film, TV shows, music, and clothing.  In the Mid-Term Assignment, students will be asked to write an essay discussing the features of communication in Japanese culture and how those features are similar or different from communication practiced in their own culture.  For the Final Project, students will have the opportunity to conduct a research on one aspect of Japanese culture that interest them and discuss how understanding of such aspect of Japanese culture may help them successfully communicate with Japanese.  Students will also be asked to present their final project to their peers through in-class presentation.

	社會語言學

	This course will examine the relationships between language and society on the three levels of multilingual speech communities, language users, and uses of language, looking at such topics as: language choice, language maintenance and shift, multilingual nations, regional and social dialects, gender and age, ethnicity and social networks, language change, style and register, speech functions, and politeness. The textbook will serve to give general concepts, background, and examples involving various languages; in class we will attempt to relate everything to the students' (and the professor's) experiences, especially through class exercises, discussions and small-group projects. Some examples of possible project topics include: language in popular music; language in computer-mediated communication; the influences of internet language on young people's writing; the language of good guys and bad guys in TV cartoons; women and men's speech in Taiwanese in a soap opera; code-mixing in radio broadcasts; the functions of foreign names in Taiwan; language varieties in literature; language taboos; language choice in politics; language choices in ethnic intermarriage; language in food product advertisements/in cosmetics advertisements; gender stereotypes in conversation.
Requirements will include class participation (attendance, reading, active discussion, questions, article summary for In-class article discussion, group presentation), review of a journal article, take-home exam, written project report (very small group).
