2008 Fu-Jen Catholic University Speech Contest

1. Activity: 5th Annual Fu-Jen Catholic University Speech Contest.
2. Objective: 

(a) To provide cultural exchange and interaction between local and foreign students using English.
(b) Enhance English learning, develop oral ability and provide an opportunity for contestants to increase English proficiency.
3. Organizer: Fu-Jen Catholic University English Literature and Language Department

4. Cosponser: The Center for International Academic Exchange (CIAE) at FJU.
5. Estimated participants and audience: 20-30 participants and 50-100 audience.
6. Intended participants: local and foreign students from non-English countries.
7. Date of Activity: 26th November 2008 (Wed) 12:00-17:30 (Please take your student card to the venue for registration.) Light refreshments will be served for participants.
8. Venue: Arens Performing Arts Center.
9. Requirements: 
(a) The student currently holds a Taiwanese passport and is a student of FJU (including S.O.C.E).
(b) The student is a foreigner and/or Overseas Chinese whose native language is not English and does not come from an English speaking country.
(c) The student has not accumulated more than 12 months living in an English speaking country after the age of six. 

(d) The student has not studied in an English school (including bi-lingual) after the age of six.
10. Rules and Regulations:
(a) Order of giving speeches: arranged by the English Department
(b) Schedule: will be displayed on the day of the event
(c) Participants are advised to arrive early with their student ID card to complete registration
(d) Format of speech contest: preliminary stage and final stage
--Preliminary: Participants are required to give a speech on the following topic without notes or any equipment to assist them. 

“The City and Quality of Life”

--Final: Impromptu Speech. Ten finalists will enter the final stage. Questions will be decided by drawing lots ten minutes beforehand. Participants will have a total of ten minutes preparation. The second participant will draw lots 2 minutes after the first participant has drawn his/her, and so on.
** Judge's question time: Judges' questions are based on the content of the participant’s speech with reference to the thinking and analysis of the participant. Answers to the judges' questions must be completed within three minutes.

(e) Time of speech: 
-Preliminary Stage --- 3 minutes each 

-Final Stage --- 2 minutes each 
· No deduction of point within 15 seconds of the time limit.

· Preliminary Stage: 
· A reminder bell will be rung once to indicate 2 minutes 30 seconds.

· An ending bell will be rung once to indicate (3 minutes) that time is up.

· No deduction of point between 2 minutes 45 seconds -- 3 minutes 15 seconds.

· 1 point deduction for over or under time.
· Students must stop speaking immediately after 3 minutes 30 seconds.

**Judges' questions time: A total of 3 minutes for Q/A. Participants replying over 3 minutes 30 seconds will be reminded by the bell and advised to leave  the stage.

· Final Stage: 
· A reminder bell will be rung once to indicate 1 min 30 sec.

· An ending bell will be rung once to indicate (2 minutes) that the time is up.

· No deduction of point between 1 minutes 45 seconds -- 2 minutes 15 seconds.
· 1 point deduction for over or under time.
· Students must stop speaking immediately after 2 minutes 30 seconds.
(f) Judges: Accomplished lecturers who have great understanding in the field of English Literature and Language.

(g) Merits: 
Content -- 30% 






Fluency and Proficiency -- 30%






Etiquette and Attire -- 30%






Time control -- 10%

*In case of tie, the winner will be chosen based on the individual results as listed above in order of sequence.

(h) Copyright: Participants are held responsible for copyright infringements and plagiarism.
(i) Reminder: 
· The use of a dictionary is allowed off stage.

· Cell phones must be turned off.
