How to Make Chinese Dumpling (Mapping- Chains)
To make Chinese dumplings, first of all, chop the meat into pieces and mash them, then add salt, sesame oil, soy sauce, ginger, scallions, Chinese cabbage and MSG if you like. Mix the ingredients thoroughly; add two spoonful of water if necessary.
In a big bowl, gradually add water to flour. Mix and knead by hand to form soft dough, then cover it with towel and put it aside for about an hour. Then scatter some dry flour on the board, and knead and roll it into a sausage shape (about 5 centimeters in diameter). Chop it into small pieces. Press each piece with your hand to flatten it into a small pancake. Finally, hold the pancake with your palm and put the filling in the center. Then wrap it into a half-moon shape and seal the edges. The next step is easy. Put the dumpling into boiling water. When it is well-cooked, it is ready to be served. Before eating, you need to prepare some small dishes for the mixture of soy sauce, vinegar, and sesame oil or pepper oil (to your own taste).

A Distant Learning Program From Reading to Writing 
(Mapping- Flowcharts/Venn Diagrams)
‘From Reading to Writing’ is developed to offer a place for people who are interested in polishing their English reading and writing skills. There are 10 units in total. In each unit, there is one reading skill and one writing skill accompanied by a grammar focus. 
The reading skills in the 10 different units are: prediction, skimming, scanning, vocabulary in context, structure mapping, outlining, content retelling, summary, synthesis, and comment. 

The writing skills are: topic sentences, supporting sentences (examples, details and statistic facts), outlining, summary, synthesis, comments and creating. 

And the grammar focuses cover 5 sentence patterns: passive voice, subjunctive moods, adjectives & adverbs and thought patterns. 

After the lectures and study, participants are asked to hand in three assignments for each unit on time to prove that they are eligible for the completion of the program. In addition, a discussion topic is posted monthly to evoke participants’ interest and to allow them to practice their writing and organization skills on-line. 

Through the process of the program, participants will be trained to not only comprehend reading passages but also to observe how all the sentences in those passages are constructed and developed. Eventually, they will be able to master both reading and writing skills.

American high school athletes and drugs (argument or debating)

(Pharmacological Roulette With Our High School Athletes) 
It has been said that we are engaged in a dangerous game of pharmacological roulette with our nation’s young athletes. “Statistics clearly demonstrated in 1999 that performance enhancing drugs and supplement use by high school and collegiate athletes was on the rise. The 2003 Monitoring the Future Study, administered by the University of Michigan under a grant from the National Institute on Drug Abuse, showed that 3.5% of 12th graders had taken steroids, up from 2% a decade earlier, leading to an increase of usage by 60%. Experts estimate that between 500,000-600,000 minors nationwide have taken the drugs by high school graduation. Teens are also using performance-enhancing dietary supplements at an alarming rate. In October 2003, the Blue Cross Blue Shield Association announced the results of a nationally representative survey showing that 1.1 million adolescents between the ages of 12 and 17 had taken “potentially dangerous performance–enhancing supplements and drugs.” Over two-thirds of those surveyed were unable to name any of the potential side effects of steroids and supplements, including ephedra. Teen use of steroids and supplements is up, and the understanding of their dangers is down.
